Council Meeting Minutes:  Minutes of the Council meeting held on the 23rd May 2023 had been circulated to all councillors and the Minutes were agreed by councillors present and signed by the Chairman as correct.  Proposed 1st MT, 2nd JMD.   All councillors in favour.
 JMD asked if councillors read the minutes when they had been circulated, FC said he did, all councillors agreed. Minutes were sent to JMD for proof reading before circulation.

Highways, Vas sign Co-ordinators and Speedwatch Update: -  

Road closures , road from Borough Cross to Newacott Cross, Monday 10th July, 1 day to maximum of 5 days,


Road from Furze Cross to Dux Cross, Friday 30th June to Monday 3rd July, for Airband Uk.


VAS signs, SW reported that problems had been noted with the VAS at Middle Road, which was not recording data properly, he would be contacting the manufacturers the next day for technical support. Batteries had been changed. Data collected from the VAS at Vicarage Hill revealed 2591 passing vehicles, since February 1 in 5 were recorded as travelling over 30mph, this has now  dropped to 1 in 3.  43 vehicles were recorded as passing at between 35-40 mph and 5 at 40-45mph.  Councillors felt this was a huge improvement in speed awareness for the school area.  An email had been received from the new NHO with details of the finding of the Traffic team, who had organised an assessment on the sites SL1 and SL15, and permission was granted from Highways that the signs could be sited at the vicinity, but on a temporary basis only, with a maximum of 6 weeks at either location. If accepted, the NHO would order the poles from Highways to be installed, as the signs would be removed then from the SL columns as requested from DCC.  FC proposed that the council accept this and seek alternative sites for the rotation of the lights, which DCC recommend be monthly, 1st, FC,2nd DH, all councillors in favour and clerk to relay this to the NHO.  A discussion followed about other locations, one suggested was in the Churchtown area, W3Words location: 

“ Spurned, Campers, Unleashed”. It was decided that councillors would suggest other sites and discuss at the next meeting.  FC said that the bulk of traffic traveling through the village was from Churchtown along Underlane, towards Nethercott Cross.  


DH said that the 30mph zones in some area of the village needed to be moved outwards to incorporate residential properties, and would enlist the help of Councillor Morrish, as this would then form part of the 20mph zone for the village next year. He and councillors SW and FC would obtain more information for the next meeting for discussion and  to enable the request to be made to the NHO, when agreed. A request to include the new development at Middle Road had already been submitted to Highways for inclusion in the HATP plan in January, with the support of Cllr. JM.  


No Speedwatch update this month.

Accounts and Accounts due for payment –  Finance sheets had been circulated to councillors, 

Items due for payment this month were :

Jag Signs, car park sign  £277.44,  Community First insurance, annual payment  £387.55,
HMRC – Vat claim had been received £ 4571.15 and Annual AGAR forms had been submitted to auditors PKF Littlejohn, 

DH read email received from SC regarding concerns about the signage pictures of the carpark sign and who felt they implied tents prohibited, rather than preventing camper vans from parking at the car park. FC said that the sign being placed had been successful in some ways and KB suggested that the sign be left and the matter be reviewed again in 6 months, as another or further one may be needed after the shop gets under way. A suggestion that a more detailed sign could be placed giving conditions of parking and DH requested this item be for the Agenda next month for further discussion. All councillors in favour of this and the payment to be sent to Jag Signs.
DH had received complaints about the area at the riverside area not being strimmed  around the hedges and was untidy.  Mowing was being carried out. Strimming had been undertaken by the previous grass cutting contractor. He would ask the new contractor if this could be done, with the mowing.  He suggested that when clerk prepares the budget, that grass cutting cost for this item be increased. 

Annual Payment to the Football Club for grass cutting at the field was discussed, this had been £600 in previous years, but MT had emailed a request last year that it be increased to £700 due to rising costs.  The email had been received after the council had agreed £600 which was an agenda item  2955,
 August 2022.  DH suggested that  payment of two  instalments may be useful for the Club and KB suggested this item be placed on the Agenda for discussion  next month. FC asked if the Club had annual accounts, MT said they did and their AGM was being held the next day.  He would enquire from their committee regarding their preference on annual or instalment . The club undertook grass cutting on council owned land. 
Clerk said the annual payment to the Football club was not included as part of the councils Annual Charitable Grants, the maximum  sum available to be allocated for the latter was as allowed by a figure set by NALC from its precept income  and the council’s own budget. 

Proposed 1st SW, 2nd KB, all councillors in favour.

Phone discussion with Cllr Morrish, 8.35pm.  SW contacted JM who spoke to the council on speakerphone, as he was not able to attend that evening. DH said that the council would be grateful for his advice and help regarding the future 20mph limit proposed for the village next year and moving the current zone further out, to start at Churchtown area, near to Bowden’s farm.  Cllr Morrish asked that details of the siting be emailed to him and he would ensure his best attempts to enable this. Cllrs would discuss, visit sites and provide further details of what areas would need to be incorporated and relay to JM.  He had suggested the option of his attendance by Teams in the future to clerk. Councillors thanked JM for his time and call ended 8.51pm.

Chairmans Report-  :  DH reported that manholes were sinking in two sites in the village, clerk to report to DCC. One adjacent or nearby to the Bridge Inn, report ref W231640000 and one adjacent or nearby to Melrose and Glenholme, report ref W231640720.  Fence posts at the riverside area were rotting, the fence was owned by DCC, clerk to report, ref W231640006.  One of the memorial trees planted in 2003 appeared unhealthy or dead.  He would like to organise a volunteer group to tidy up the area and to complete the bus shelter roof repairs.  A water leak had occurred in the playpark  under play equipment and the  carpark from the mains pipe owned by South West Water, who had dealt with the leak. Another leak had been noticed today in the carpark by the bus shelter, which had been reported to South West Water, who may replace the whole pipe, it was hoped. KB said that the leak in the playpark had contained sewage. This pipe ran from the properties adjacent to the playpark along the length of the hall carpark.

Chairman informed for information only , 1/0339/2023/FUL- demolition of existing barn and erection of 3 no: dwellings in lieu of Class Q approval1/0753/2022/AGMB, (re-submission of 1/1079/2022/FUL), Agricultural Building at Borough Farm, and 1/0378/2023/FUL- Erection of 2 no: covers for Agricultural Building Elm Park, Bridgerule, had both been granted permission.

Village Hall Update – KB reported that the hall was working well.  Bridgerule Community Shop Ltd, had been formed and registered with the financial authorities, for the management of the shop.  The management committee for the shop administration and day to day running would comprise a maximum of 9 members from its hall committee. FC asked what would happen regarding a future sale of the shop, as it sits on parish council owned land.  KB said that the shop could only be sold to another charitable institution , ie, another Community Shop.  Shares in the Community Shop would be available to buy shortly, with a purchase minimum of 10 shares to a maximum of 1000 shares.  Each share would be valued or equal £1.  Any quantity or purchase of shares would equal one vote only. Building of the shop had not yet commenced but it was hoped to start  as soon as possible. 
3143.  Clerks Report -  Nothing to report this month.

Exchange of Information : -  
JP asked if anything was happening regarding the Football field, Sports Hall and provision of additional parking for the area which could help the school at drop off and collection time?  DH said that it was hoped in the future that improvements could be made to the Football field which would enable the pitch to be moved back, but it was a long-term project. Some funding from 106 money may become available for this, but parking provision did not qualify under the conditions. However, when and if the former is completed, additional parking may be able to be provided, it was hoped.

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21 million scam emails reported 



	


	 

Dear subscriber, 

 

Almost 21 million reports have been made to the Suspicious Email Reporting Service (SERS), resulting in the removal of over 235,000 malicious websites.

 

SERS was launched by the National Cyber Security Centre (NCSC) and the City of London Police in April 2020 to enable the public to forward suspicious emails to an automated system that scans them for malicious links. Since its launch, almost 21 million reports have been made to the service.

 

Mobile phone providers also offer a service that allows customers to report suspicious text messages, by forwarding them to the number 7726. The service is free of charge and enables providers to takedown malicious websites and block malicious texts from being sent across their network.

 

As of 31 May 2023, 54,000 text message scams have been removed as a result of suspicious texts forwarded to the 7726 service.

 

Commander Nik Adams, from City of London Police, said:
“Every year, thousands of people in the UK are scammed by a fraudulent email or text message. Phishing scams, whether it’s a text message claiming you have missed a delivery and are required to pay a redelivery fee, or an email claiming to be from your bank are a common security challenges that both individuals and businesses across the UK face on a daily basis.
 

“If you receive an email or text message that you think might be a scam, don’t respond to it or click any links in the message or email. Instead, contact the organisation directly using contact information from the company’s official website, and not the links or numbers provided in the message itself.
 

“If you think you have been a victim of fraud, report it to Action Fraud at www.actionfraud.police.uk or by calling 0300 123 2040. By reporting phishing scams or suspected fraud, you are directly helping us in our work to identify and stop these criminals and helping us protect others from these scams. If you are in Scotland, I ask that you report the fraud  directly to Police Scotland by calling 101.”
 How to protect yourself from scam emails and texts
Received an email or text that seems suspicious? Report it. Your reports enable us to remove the emails and websites criminals use to commit fraud and cyber crime.

1: Forward suspicious emails to report@phishing.gov.uk . Send emails to this address that feel suspicious, even if you're not certain they're a scam - we can check.

 

2: Forward suspicious text messages to 7726 (it’s free of charge). Your provider can find out where the text came from and block or ban the sender.

 

3 - If you’ve lost money or provided personal information as a result of a phishing scam, notify your bank immediately and report it to Action Fraud at www.actionfraud.police.uk or by calling 0300 123 2040. In Scotland, call Police Scotland on 101.
